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Teen Roadside Safety Assessment
Ethan: Cars. How many of you saw a car today? You probably saw a few or maybe none. Cars are integrated into our society, they are a necessity. With these cars however, comes a variety of risks.
Alexis: That’s right Ethan, did you know that the number one leading cause of teen deaths is by car accidents? This number is around 40%, a staggering amount for an aspect of daily life.
Ethan: Yes, this is truly a tragedy...
Alexis: Is there anything to do to raise awareness about this?
Ethan: Actually there is. FCCLA has a national program thats main purpose is spreading awareness about driving safety.
Alexis: REALLY!? Do tell what this program is called, I’m intrigued
Ethan: It is call FACTS, or Families Acting for Community Traffic Safety. This program entails students striving to save lives through personal, vehicle, and road safety. 
Alexis: One of the things that the FACTS program provides, which is also going to be our focus today is called the Teen RSA.
Ethan: Does anyone know what Teen RSA stands for? (Get answers, then answer)
Alexis: Teen RSA stands for Teen Road Safety Assessment. That is what this document is (holds up copy). The state officers are handing out 2 for each region right now.
Ethan: This paper is the guideline for how you are going to be evaluating the accessibility, and safety of the roads. For example, you are going to be grading the road on if the crosswalks are painted, or how many drivers were not focused on the road, etc
Alexis: There are a few steps involved in completing a Teen RSA. If you are bringing this activity back to a chapter, you need to sign up online. You can find the link to sign up on the national FCCLA website under the Teen RSA resource, “How to Conduct an RSA”
Ethan: Next, you need to formulate your teams. For our purposes, we are going to be having each region officer team conduct the RSA with each other. 
Alexis: Then we will be choosing a location to evaluate. When bringing this back to your chapter, you preferably want to choose a location near your school, such as the crosswalk that goes into the school. Because it is hot, we will be choosing locations close to us so the walk back isn’t too long.
Ethan: In order to fill out the Teen RSA, we need to know what to fill out. We will be having the teams divide up the tasks on the sheet so no one person does all of the work. Right now with your team, decide who will be responsible for each task. 
Alexis: Next comes actually doing the RSA. Remember, we will be conducting our research next to a street. Whether it is busy or not, please follow safety rules and listen to common sense. The last thing we want to do is have another traffic related injury, that would be ironic heh.
Ethan: Finally, and one of the most important yet most underestimated steps, is publicizing your findings. Make sure to turn in your findings to national FCCLA by March 1st, to be eligible to win prizes from $200 to $500. This past year only 12 schools conducted RSA’s and all of the chapters received money which could be used to attend conferences or other events. Be sure to publicize your research locally, whether it be in your school’s newspaper, or on social media.
Alexis: Now before we go, we’re going to seperate you guys into two groups. Group A will stay with me to learn how to different ways to publicize the Teen Driver Safety. Group B will go with Ethan to fill out the Teen RSA. Don’t worry if you don’t go outside because we will switch off so everyone has a chance to do it. (Divide the room)
Alexis: Okay Group A, looks like you guys lucked out haha. What we’re gonna do is going to seperate you guys into groups of blank. Other than doing the Teen RSA, you could also make a Safe Rides Save Lives PSA video and enter it. That’s what your group is going to do. I’ll give you guys 10 mins to think of a impromptu script for a Safe Rides Save Lives PSA video and each group will have to act it out in front of everyone. Stumped on what to do? Let's watch the video of the previous winners. (show video somehow or just cut it out) (have each group present) Wow, those were some great ideas. See, we can together we can change the course of the future by stressing how important safe driving is for youths today. “Be the change you want to see in the world” wise words said by Gandhi.
(Does Evaluation)
Alexis: So what did we learn from this evaluation? Let’s go to every group and have them say one fact they found about the roads. (Checks all seven groups)
Ethan: Together, and with some resources from FCCLA, we can all make the streets a safer place. We encourage you to take this back to your regions and chapters and make a difference in your community. You can even use this for the STAR Event, Chapter Service Project Display!
