RULES
1.
I will respect the authority of advisors in charge of FHA-HERO activities.

2.
I will conduct myself in a manner that will be a credit to FHA-HERO, my school, and my family, at all times while enroute to and from the event and while attending the leadership activity.  This includes respecting the rights and comfort of others with respect to manners, noise, language, and general conduct.

3.
Members, their parents, and their local FHA-HERO chapters will be responsible for any damages caused by a participant.

4.
I will be neat in my appearance and well groomed at all times.  I will wear official FHA-HERO dress uniform as outlined by our State Association, at all times, except when advisors in charge indicate other attire is appropriate.  When advisors designate that alternate dress is appropriate, I will follow guidelines for dress as specified by our State Association which includes:  Girls — Dresses, skirts and blouses, and matching or coordinated pant outfits;  Boys — Dress slacks, shirts and sweaters or jackets.  I will not wear any of the following inappropriate attire while en route to/from or during the leadership activity:  Corduroys (jean-type design with double-stitched seams), short shorts, coveralls, jeans, body piercing jewelry (except for one earring in each ear for girls) cut-offs, T-shirts of any kind (except official FHA-HERO navy T-shirt when "Official Casual Dress" is designated as appropriate attire, or other FHA-HERO T-shirts for sale on the FHA-HERO Web site when "Casual Dress" is designated as the appropriate attire), school sweaters, letterman jackets, and halter tops (including midriff tops).

5.
I will attend every session of the leadership activity and be there promptly at the starting time.  During all other times, I will keep my advisor informed of my activities and whereabouts.

6.
If the activity named above is an overnight event, I will not be in the hotel room at a time when official leadership meeting activities are in session.

7.
If the activity named above is an overnight event, I will be in my hotel room at the prescribed curfew and will stay in the room for the time prescribed.
8.
I understand that this activity is an extension of the normal school day and that all school rules apply during this entire trip.  I agree to abide by all of these rules, such as, but not limited to:


(a)

No smoking or possession or use of any tobacco product including 






cigarettes, cigars, and spit/smokeless tobacco.

No possession or use of alcoholic beverages or illicit drugs.

Refrain from roughhousing and rude, vulgar, or obscene language.

No destruction or theft of another’s property.

No display of overly affectionate attention between members.

9.
As a demonstration of my personal maturity and responsibility level, and in deference with respect to speakers, facilitators, officers and all those who have put in tremendous effort to make this leadership activity a quality experience for me and other students, I will leave my cell phone at home,  in my hotel room, with my chapter advisor, or, if kept on my person, will keep it completely powered OFF, during all sessions, speakers, workshops, committee meetings, educational tours, etc., which are conducted as part of the named leadership event.

10.  I will not do anything detrimental to the health and safety of other members and will respect the rights of other persons’ property as well as their rights to safety and comfort at all times.  I will report any instances of misconduct that I observe promptly to my advisor and/or proper authorities.

11.
For overnight activities, I understand that room assignments were made for important reasons.  I will not switch rooms at our hotel without having permission from the advisor in charge.

12.
I understand that male and female socializing will be allowed in the designated areas as decided by delegates and advisors.  Doors and curtains shall remain open while socializing in individual hotel guest rooms where both males and females are present.

I fully realize that an infraction of any of these rules may be just cause for revoking any award and/or travel stipend to which I might otherwise be entitled, sending me home early at my own expense, and being barred from further participation at FHA-HERO activities.  I further agree that should I decide to break any of these rules I will accept the prescribed punishment as determined by the best judgment of the advisor in charge of the activity.
